Be sure to discuss the advantages Rudy Boschwitz had going into the 1990 election, and their implications for the race.

3) We often hear that our government is a government “of the people, by the people, and for the people.” Using what we have learned about Congress so far, how well do you think Congress meets this ideal? Focus on the congressional electoral system, and the congressional committee system.
